	 - 	Search gives you the option of searching for 
		  specific songs or artists. Just use your keypad to 
		  enter your search criteria in the available field.

3.	Select an option from the song’s information page 
	 and press Menu

	 -  Preview to play an audio clip of the selected song.
	 -	 Buy Song to purchase the song and download it to 
		  your phone’s microSD™ card.
	 • 	When you select Buy Song, the file will download to your 	
		  phone’s microSD™ card. (If there is no microSD™ card 	
		  installed or if there is not enough free memory space on 	
		  the card, you will see an alert.)
	 •	Once the song has been downloaded to your 
		  microSD™ card, you will see options allowing you to  
		  listen to the song, add it to a playlist, or continue shopping.

Location Settings

services. The Location feature 
allows the network to detect your 
position. Turning Location off will 
hide your location from everyone 
except 911.
To enable your phone’s  
Location feature:
1.	 Select  and press Menu

 	 Settings > More... >  

	 Location. (The Location disclaimer will be displayed.)
2.	Read the disclaimer and press Menu

3.	Select On or Off and press Menu

OK . When the Location feature 
	 is on, your phone’s standby screen will display the icon. 
	 When Location is turned off, the icon will be displayed.
